U of A supports the largest adaptive athletics program in the United States with
eight competitive teams and an adaptive fithess center. U of A will also be
adding sled hocking in the near future to bring their offerings to nine competitive
sports. U of A recruits athletes from across the country. The program includes
wheelchair track and field, rugby, tennis, men’s and women’s basketball,
handcycling, golf, swimming, and para-triathletes.
